The written competition is the preliminary competition. The 

three winning teams from that competition will compete in the final oral/power point competition the next day.

The competitors will be given a case detailing information about a family that owns a business and other assets. The competitors will be required to identify gross income, calculate adjusted gross income, taxable income and tax liability. The teams will be required to give analysis as to why items are or are not gross income or deductible. 



ALLOWED MATERIALS IN WRITTEN COMPETITION




Teams are only allowed to bring writing utensils, calculators 

and individual tax textbooks to the competition. Each contestant may have a textbook, but all of the textbooks on a team must be identical.




The only paper allowed to be used is the papers provided by the 

competition committee. Teams may NOT use laptops, iPhones or other internet connectors.

The three teams with the highest scores in the written competition will prepare an oral/power point presentation in the morning and will present in the early afternoon (12:30, 1:15, 2:00). They will be given additional facts that relate to the family analyzed on Thursday. The presentation will be a meeting with the couple to explain some tax planning recommendations. Each finalist team will have its own office to prepare for the championship presentation.

The presentation will be limited to 35 minutes, and there will be about five minutes to deal with questions from the clients and/or judges.

Teams will provide their own laptop for this portion of the competition. Please make sure that the laptop is a PC and has Office 2000, 2003, XP or 2007.
