No Show Policy

As members of a professional organization, it is very important that we honor our time commitments.  The non-profit organizations we plan service events with depend on our volunteers to show up when they are scheduled and to perform the duties they have signed up to do.  Failure to do so demonstrates a lack of responsibility and credibility for both Beta Alpha Psi and our members.

This year we are implementing a new no-show policy to help ensure that each member is responsible for the events they sign up for.  If you sign up for an event and later realize you cannot attend that event, you MUST cancel a minimum of 72 hours in advance of the event date.  If cancellations are not made a minimum of 72 hours before the event, a 3-step program will be implemented:

1st Offense:  Warning and 1 additional service hour added to total yearly requirement

2nd Offense:  5 additional service hours added to total yearly requirement

3rd Offense:  Dropped from membership

This policy is designed to assist our members in becoming dependable professionals.  Please be responsible for the time you commit to BAP and all the non-profit organizations you agree to help out!
National Regional Activities

Since we are a national organization, there are numerous activities we engage in. This year’s activities include plans to:

· Send as many of the officers and other interested members as possible to the Regional Meeting and National Convention where we will present various topics. This year’s Regional Meeting will be in Portland, Oregon.

· Send our current and future Presidents to an additional leadership conference at our Regional Meeting.

· Present some of the unique and outstanding things that our chapter does in a competition that takes place during our Regional Meeting called the best practices competition.

· Honor one outstanding alumnus along with our chapter’s great achievements at our Spring Alumni Banquet. 

· Continue to build a strong mentoring program for our members.

Build networks, meet members, and engage in service events with other regional BAP chapters.
Social Activities

Social Activities give us the opportunity to develop new friendships, network, and meet potential employers while having fun, enjoying food and festivities. While these activities do not count towards the chapter’s overall goal of being a superior chapter, they nevertheless are an important reason to join. This year’s social activities will be integrated into the professional and service activities.  For examples, some firms sponsor barbeques or bowling nights after our professional meetings.

Socials are an important way to build life-long friendships.  They give us a chance to have fun and unwind outside of our busy class schedules.  Our goal this year is for ALL our members to be able to recognize each other.  We are open to ideas, so let us know what YOU want to do!
Winter Candidate Period with Beta Alpha Psi

To become a member, you must commit yourself to contributing to the numerous programs and activities that have been a Delta Chapter tradition since 1921. Specific candidate requirements are as follows:

Academic Performance

· Earn a 3.1 overall grade point average in the upper division classes for your major, and have a 3.1 cumulative grade point average. If the candidate does not have a 3.1 cumulative grade point average he or she may qualify for membership if they have a 3.25 grade point average for the last 45-quarter credits. 

Professional Activities

· Attend at least seven (7) professional meetings with a minimum duration of 50 minutes each during your candidate quarter. 

If you attend seven professional meetings the chapter will sponsor this winter quarter, the requirement will be fulfilled. If you are only able to attend 6 meetings, you may still meet the requirement by attending one meeting held by another group on or off campus in which a finance, accounting, or information-system topic is discussed for at least 50 minutes. If you opt for a non-BAP meeting, you should first check with the VP of Membership to ensure the nature of the meeting is satisfactory.

Service Activities

· Complete eight (8) hours of community service in your candidate quarter. 

Six of the eight service hours must be contributed to an event sponsored or organized by BAP, such as the January 17th MLK Day of Service or ongoing service projects such as the Food Bank project. The remaining two hours can be contributed to BAP, or to any organization of your choice. Outside service must benefit another person or group, and must not be compensated in any way. Again, you should check with the VP of Service to ensure elective service hours meet the definition of “service”. 

Financial Considerations

Candidates and members both pay dues which help the Delta Chapter and the National Office operate. You are expected to make the following payments:

$55.00:  This one time amount covers administrative costs borne by the National office to record you both as a candidate and subsequently as a member. It includes your membership certificate. This fee is NOT refundable.

$40.00:  Quarterly chapter dues. Your dues cover the costs of rooms, food, speakers, support national and regional activities, and nominal amounts go to service events, social events, and administrative costs.  
________

$95.00 Total for Candidate Quarter (Due by January 20, 2011)

Other Expectations:

Although not required of a member, a more active role in the organization helps the club and helps you get the most out of your time with Beta Alpha Psi. There are a number of ways you can be involved, including BAP committees. We encourage everyone to take a leadership role in BAP by becoming a committee member or a project leader. Although your committee efforts will not count as service hours, they are critical to the success of the chapter. Also, along the way you meet more of your fellow students, and form friendships. A list of committees and leadership positions is available with the officers—please see the officers or the Beta Alpha Psi website www.uwbap.org for more information.

Membership Expectations

After you successfully complete the candidate requirements, you must attend an initiation ceremony that will be held early in the following quarter. 

Last year, the Delta Chapter earned “superior chapter” recognition, an award from the National organization to recognize the outstanding contribution of our members. This year we would like to achieve superior chapter status again. The only way a chapter can become a superior chapter is through collective and active effort by ALL members and candidates. The officers have planned what they believe to be a quality program. They ask all members to be active in the Delta Chapter by doing / completing the following:

Academic Performance

Earn a 3.1 overall grade point average in the upper division classes for your major, and have a 3.1 cumulative grade point average. If the candidate does not have a 3.1 cumulative grade point average he or she may qualify for membership if they have a 3.25 grade point average for the last 45-quarter credits. 

Leadership

Consider running for an office in your senior year, or get involved in a committee right away! See any of the officers about joining a committee.

Hours Requirements: a list of the names of students in good standing is provided to the accounting department chair, as well as all 14 Beta Alpha Psi Firm Sponsors.

In addition to the candidate requirements, members must complete the following in an academic year. 

Professional Hours: During a full year at least 15 hours of professional activities are required. However, as a winter quarter candidate only a total of 10 professional hours must be completed during winter and spring quarter. This means that after your candidate quarter you are still expected to complete at least 3 additional hours during the remaining academic year. Only a maximum of five hours of professional activities that are not sponsored by Beta Alpha Psi are allowed per year. 

Service Hours: During a full year at least 15 hours of service activities are required. However, as a winter quarter candidate only a total of 10 professional hours must be completed during winter and spring quarter. This means that after your candidate quarter you are still expected to complete at least 2 additional hours during the remaining academic year. Only a maximum of five hours of service activities that are not sponsored by Beta Alpha Psi are allowed per year.  

Additional Hours: During a full year at least 10 hours of additional professional or service activities after you have completed the previously described 30 hours are required. However, as a winter candidate only a total of 8 additional hours must be completed during winter and spring quarter. This means that after your candidate quarter you are still expected to complete at least 8 additional hours during the remaining academic year. The additional 8 hours can be all service hours, all professional hours, or a combination of professional and service activities. Yet again, only a maximum of five hours per year of professional activities and a maximum of five hours per year of service activities that are not sponsored by Beta Alpha Psi will be recorded as additional hours.
